Naturalized. Eurasian annual weed occurring oocadly in range, especially along the
coast but also in gardenBseudognaphalium luteoalbum is densely woolly-hairy, so that
the white hairs hide the blade surfaces, whichrdgdly look alike. This species has the
common name red-tip rabbit-tobacco because thdladobes are rose-purple to red,
whereas the very similar, densely white-wodlystramineum has somewhat larger heads,
corollas with yellow lobes, and a greater numbédriséxual flowers at the center of the
head. Some treatments state that this speciasohgiandular hairs, but that is not correct
about our local populations.
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
